Eagles Head Trainer Mike Whinnen 
has been with the Eagles since the 
beginning of the 1999 season, after 
being head hunted by then Eagles 
Coach Mark Mickan.

“Mark rang up Sports Medicine 
Australia and they recommended me 
for the position. So he rang me and 

asked if I would like to be considered. I went in for the 
interview and must have done ok. Our profession is the 
same as the players in that you want to reach a high 
level, I was working at SMOSH at the time so to get a 
job at the Eagles was considered a step up.”

The position of Head Trainer covers a large variety 
of tasks, including massages and taping. “I think it’s 
our responsibility to give the players the best possible 
chance to be able to play.  If a player goes out at 90% 
fi t then it’s our responsibility to make sure he stays at 
that level for the whole game. Whether that’s through 
extra attention, such as extra rubs, stretching during a 
game, if it makes a 1% difference then that’s going to 
benefi t the team.

Mike’s medical knowledge area is largely respected 
by players and coaches alike. His reputation has since 
spread throughout the competition. He was recently 
named Head Trainer of the SANFL side, in their 
upcoming clash with the VFL.

Despite the honor, Mike believes it is more a 
recognition of the Medical team, not just him. “Word 
has got out that we are a good medical team. I’ll take 
some of the responsibility, but it (Head trainer role 
with the SANFL team) is more a recognition of the 
team we have. I’m the leader of the team so I might 
get recognised a bit more, but recognition has to be 
made to the rest of the team. Also the back room 
team, the board and the administration work well 
together so that helps”.

Much to the player’s relief, Mike, currently in his 10th 
season with the Club, says there is no sign of him 
slowing down. “I’m pretty happy how it’s turned out.  
I’m at a good Club, good level and surrounded by 
heaps of good people. I’m enjoying working with the 
Eagles, I’m also enjoying teaching at the moment so 
don’t think I’ll be leaving anytime soon”.
