Reserves Team Manager Peter
‘Rip’ Van Vugt has given nearly 30
years of invaluable service to the
Woodville West Torrens Football
Club. A popular member of the
Backroom staff, ‘Rip’ as he is
commonly known, began working
for the Club in 1980.

Born in Holland, ‘Rip’ moved to Australia in 1955
at the age of 10. It was at this early stage of his life
where his passion for sport, in particular Australian
Rules started. He immediately took a liking to

Member in 1967. Despite little success on the field,
that failed to dampen ‘Rip’s’ enthusiasm for the
Peckers.

A passionate Eagles man, ‘Rips’ major highlights
from his time at the Club are the League
Premierships in 1993 and 2006 and he, like many of
us, are hoping we don’t have to wait much longer
for another one.
